LIVING AT DUNKLIN - 

CHALLENGES AND BLESSINGS 
 

     When I moved to Dunklin in 1962 
there were definitely challenges---the 
blessing came later on when we 
began to settle in.  Back then it was 
definitely a man’s world.  I was the 
only woman at first.  The men 
worked such long hours, we hardly 
ever saw Mickey--there was no real 
time for family life. The children, 
Clint, David and Dean were so far 
from school, I decided to get a job 
driving the school bus! In later years, 
Laura Lee, our daughter, came along 
and blessed us tremendously.   
     We were a long way from town 
for shopping and I was used to going 
about a block to the grocery store at 
our previous home. Once more 
families began to move into the 
Camp, the trip to the store became a 
time for building relationships.  
(Proverbs 17:9) “Disregarding 
another person’s faults preserves 
love; telling about them separates 
close friends.”  Through these times, 
I really learned to be myself and not 
to wear a mask.  I stopped trying to 
be what others wanted me to be.  We 
also had to learn to live with a little 
bit of money and how to rely on God 
to supply all our needs. One big 
challenge then and now is eating in a 
noisy kitchen!! 
     Now for the blessings--Being a 
part of something bigger than myself 
and living in community with like-
minded people, aside from being a 
challenge, became a real blessing 
from God.  Watching the men grow 
in the Lord and praying for them was 
something wonderful for me because 
in most churches (and Mickey was a 
pastor in Indiantown before we came 
out here) you don’t see such 
phenomenal growth take place in 
such a short time.   
     We see miracles here every day 
and what a blessing that is!!  One of 
the biggest blessings the Lord has 

given me is a good friend, one that I 
can talk to about anything and she 
will still love me. I cannot begin to 
tell you what this has meant in my 
life--guess you all know who that is--
Nell.   
     Over the 47 years we have been 
here, we have made so many great 
friends and they have been such a 
blessing to us.  Everywhere we go we 
see people whom we have met at 
Dunklin and have had a good long 
relationship with.  I have always felt 
safe at Dunklin.  We never locked our 
doors and never had any problems.  It 
is a wonderful place to raise children 
too.   
     I have been involved with the 
music at the church for many years 
also.  I thank God for putting music 
in my life.  I love to sing the old 
hymns and worship the Lord in 
music.  I also thank God for my 
husband  Mickey in whom I am so 
pleased.  He is my beloved husband 
now for 59 years and we appreciate 
each other more every year. God has 
blessed us so much and we are so 
grateful to Him and all of you who 
have been a part of Dunklin for all 
these years.  It has been a real 
adventure.  Without your support we 
could not have survived.  You have 
given of yourselves and of your 
finances to make Dunklin what it is 
today and we thank you and God for 
all of the blessings.

     “Behind every successful man, 
there is a good wife”!

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     Living at Dunklin brings its own 
unique set of blessings and 
challenges. Being a staff wife only 
ups the ante!  I’ve had the privilege 
of watching the program and 
community out here change and grow 
for 22 years, and have had to learn to 
adapt to a variety of circumstances. 
     Very early on in our marriage I 
asked the Lord to show me what my 
purpose was out here.  He showed me 
that in the midst of ministry, He had 
called me first to be a wife, to Hugh, 
and a mother-if I made other things a 
priority over those, both my family 
and I would regret it.  I’ve watched 
other women out here minister so 
effectively to program wives, and 
marvel at how God has taken painful 
things of their past to bring glory to 
Him and healing to others. That was 
not the path He called for me to walk 
in. Several years ago, a woman in the 
program challenged me to minister 
more to her, and it stirred me up. But 
after seeking the Lord, I saw that 
having never walked in her shoes, I 
wasn’t called to minister in that 
arena.  Instead, I was to focus on 
supporting and encouraging the staff 
and SLT wives – that’s where I had 
lived and where He had ministered to 
me. 
     With one daughter at college, 
another leaving in the fall, and our 
youngest gone in three years, I am 
grateful for the time I had at home 
with our girls.  I’ve asked the Lord to 
help me keep family a priority.   I 
want as few regrets as possible once 
they’re gone! That has required 

making some difficult 
choices at times.  
Being a wife and a 
mother are high 
callings, yet ones that 
the world tends to 
belittle and tries to 
diminish. When you 
add working outside 
the home to the list of 
demands, keeping it 

all in balance can be difficult. I would 
just encourage the women reading 
this to remember that your marriage 
and your children are gifts that have 
been entrusted to you, and only you, 
by God Himself. No one else has 
been designed to meet their needs 
like you have!  There are other 
aspects of ministry that can be far 
more glamorous, and it’s easy to get 
caught up in meeting the needs of 
others because we get a lot of 
positive feedback. This can be a trap 
for women if we seek our 
significance in what we do, rather 
than who we are in Christ Jesus.  
Does this mean women with families 
shouldn’t minister?  Absolutely not! 
There are many women out here who 
do so very well on a regular basis. 
Have I had chances to minister to 
others? Yes. But I’ve had to be 
careful to keep it in the proper 
perspective. My ministry may look 
very different from your ministry.  
God has different paths and callings 
for each of us. Only He can show you 
what is best and right for you and 
your family in this season of life. 
Titus 2:3,4 encourages older women 
to give “good counsel and to be 
teachers of what is right and noble, 
So that they will wisely train the 
young women to be sane and sober of 
mind (temperate, disciplined) and to 
love their husbands and their 
children” (Ampl.).  I’ve been so 
blessed to have godly older women in 
my life who have modeled this, and 
poured into me, and find that I am 

now in the stage of life where I am 
called to do the same with others. In a 
short time, our children will be out of 
the house and life will change 
dramatically. I want to cherish the 
time that is left, and yet am excited to 
see what God has waiting once that 
time comes. While I don’t know what 
the future holds, I do know that no 
matter what age we are, God always 
has something for us to do!

My late husband at that time had 
just gone to prison for a sentence of 
five years. I had three children, the 
oldest just twelve years old. They 
helped me through that time by 
praying for me and helping me at my 
house with anything I needed. They 
even visited my husband in prison 
during the time he was there. 
   After he got out we started our own 
home church at our house. When the 
Dunklin boys go to the Potters House 
they were allowed and encouraged to 
come. We felt like it helped them get 
ready to go back into society with 
people that accepted them, loved them 
and covered their lives in prayer. As 
an extra blessing there was great food 
and fellowship and if they happened 
to have a birthday during that time we 
made a big to do celebrating with cake 
and cards signed by all of us. 
   My husband passed away in August 
of 2002 but I continued to have House 
Church. During that time I went 
through breast cancer two times, two 
years apart. The home church 
fellowship loved me and helped me 

and held me up in prayer through it 
all. 
The blessing of that ministry 
continues as the men from Stage II 
staying at the Potters house continue 
to come and be a blessing on Tuesday 
nights.  We still celebrate their 
physical birthdays but also who they 
are in Christ. 
On October 11th 2008 I married a 
wonderful Christian man I had known 
for about three years. He has a heart 
for the men hurting in addiction and is 
a counselor to men in jail and prison. 
It is great to see that God has a plan 
and a purpose for us all and the things 
we go through He will take and use 
for His glory if we will allow Him to 
do it. Praise God I have and He does 
all things well. I love Him with all my 
heart !
