A day at The Refuge Ranch begins with walking for exerthes breakfast. Each week
a different lady serves as the cook. She assists in planningetidy menu and is responsible
for preparing and serving the meals. After breakfast thedapiedressed for the day and have

their personal quiet time with the Lord. The

ladies quiet time is the foundation of their

day. Each resident keeps a prayer journal
which becomes a record of her time here at
The Ranch. Classes begin at 9:15 and
continue throughout the morning until 11:

45am. During the morning classes the
material for each phase is taught and the
staff has an opportunity to minister to the
ladies in their struggles. The residents are
taken from the basics of Salvation to the

yard work, painting, assisting in building

projects, cleaning the houses, food

preparation and any other jobs necessary.

After a hard days work the ladies get cleaned
up for dinner and do their homework to
prepare for the next day.

Each day brings new challenges for
the women and an opportunity to change
their lives. The program is not just about
getting “sober” but experiencing complete
regeneration in every area of their lives.

We take a lunch break from
12:00 - 1:00 p.m. After lunch each lady
goes to her worksite until 5:00 pm. We
start each work day by circling up to
pray.
